By. lam going to pull a #1 AWG GND wire from existing panel and
connect it to ground busbar. Then, connect #6 from busbar to the service
rack. To properly ground a network cabinet, locate the designated grounding
point (usually a metal stud. From there ground wires connect between the
block/bar to the racks and then the racks are connected to patch panels and
other equipment with ground wire and grounding lugs.
